 GENERAL PUBLIC 
 

Shirley Nielsen, Camanche, complimented the Board for its work on addressing its proposed budget. 
 

 DEPARTMENT HEADS, ELECTED OFFICIALS, AND EMPLOYEES 
 

Clinton County Building Maintenance Manager Corey Johnson reported the County has received three RFPs to 
repair the clock in the tower of the Courthouse. He will present a resolution next week to contract with a firm for 
the repair. Johnson added that IIW, PC. will meet with him about the potential design of the parking lot and 
retention wall at the Administration Building. He also reported that AEA has officially moved out of the 
Administration Building.  
Clinton County Community Assistance Director Kim Ralston said she has found a provider to take over some 
payees and is still searching for other providers to offer the service to the County’s current clients.  
 

 10:00 A.M. PUBLIC HEARING – to solicit public comments on the proposed construction permit 
application for Holst Schoening, LLC. - Adam Holst and Randy Schoening 
 

PUBLIC HEARING 
Chairman Staszewski called the Public Hearing to order at 10:00 a.m. Present were Supervisors Srp and 

Hamerlinck; Board of Supervisors Secretary Theresa Kilburg; County Auditor Eric Van Lancker; County Planning 
& Zoning Director Nathan Mueller; and members of the media and public. 

The purpose of the Public Hearing was to solicit public comments on a proposed construction permit for 
Holst Schoening, LLC.    

Proof of publication was presented, accepted, and returned for filing.  
 Marvin Brown said this facility will adversely affect the value of their home acreage that is north of the 
facility. He is concerned about manure application spread by hoses through road ditches. He is worried about a 
spill and how it is cleaned. He also had questions about the application of the manure and is concerned about 
320th Avenue maintenance which he claims has not been well maintained.  
Kevin Smith lives a mile west of the facility. He asked about the environmental impact of the facility. He asked if 
the DNR had been notified. Mueller said the DNR has reviewed the application. Smith said the smell is already 
bad enough from an existing facility. He is also concerned about the effect on his wells.  
Mona Gripp said she lives within a quarter-mile of the proposed facility. She is concerned about the odor. She said 
one reason for living in the County is for the clean air. She questioned how many more facilities this area needs. 
She’s also concerned about the water usage by the facility and her land value and rental units that she owns. 



 

Gripp said there are plenty of questions that don’t yet have answers. She is also concerned about the potential 
damage to the road that is already heavily travelled.  
Judy Burmeister said she lives about a quarter-mile north of the proposed facility. She is concerned about the 
odor and potential water problems. Burmeister is very concerned about the road and existing dust issues. She 
asked about buffer zones in the manure management plan. She believes those buffer zones should be around 
everyone’s homes in the area. 
Dennis Campbell, Grand Mound, spoke in support of the project as a livestock producer. He said well issues can 
be resolved and his operation uses the hose system to distribute manure without issue. He said this permit 
approval is needed to keep industry in the County.  
Randy Schoening, DeWitt, said he knows the neighbors’ concerns and they will be addressed. He said it is a great 
opportunity for him to diversify their operation.

Motion carried. The Public Hearing was closed at 10:18 a.m. 
 

Clinton County Planning & Zoning Director Nate Mueller reviewed the master matrix for the proposed permit.  He 
said the DNR will do a site visit later this week. He said any concerns about clean air or water is reviewed by the 
DNR. Mueller said the County does not approve or deny the permit. The County offers public comment time and 
recommends approval or denial of the permit. Mueller explained the County Engineer is responsible for the 
maintenance of the roads and the wells are inspected by the County Sanitarian. He said the number of facilities is 
determined by state regulations. Mueller said the County must have its comments in by the end of this week and if 
they aren’t, the County’s recommendation and comments made during the public hearing are not considered. He 
said the County would also forfeit the ability to comment on future permits for a year. He explained that for the 
County to deny the recommendation of the permit, the County must dispute the master matrix scoring enough that 
it falls below the threshold of the recommendation of approval.  
Supervisor Hamerlinck explained the state basically has the final say as to the approval of the permit. He said that 
is mostly dependent on the master matrix and DNR site visit.

 WHEREAS, the Clinton County Board of Supervisors has received a construction permit application for 
a proposed confinement feeding operation, including a master matrix, from Holst Schoening, LLC; and 
 

 WHEREAS, Clinton County has  adopted and transmitted to the Iowa Department of Natural 
Resources, a Construction Evaluation Resolution relating to the construction of confinement feeding operation 
structures as provided by Iowa Code, Section 459.304, and said resolution is effective from February 1, 2015 
through January 31, 2016; and 
 

 WHEREAS, the Board's recommendation to the IDNR may be based on the final score on the master 
matrix or may be based on reasons other than the final score on the master matrix; and 
 

 WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors has conducted an evaluation of that construction permit 
application and intends to forward the results of that evaluation to the Iowa Department o f  Natural Resources 
including an evaluation using the Master Matrix created in Iowa Code, Section 459.305, and additional 
comments per IAC 65.10(2)(b). 
 

 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Clinton County that said Board 
hereby recommends approval of the application made by Holst Schoening, LLC. for a confinement animal 
feeding operation in Section 26 of DeWitt South Township.
