Clinton County IT Director Betsy Smith provided information on the upgrade to the tax management and 
financials. She said this agreement is for a five-year term and it is something that she feels will benefit all 
departments that utilize the Tyler software. 
Clinton County Treasurer Rhonda McIntyre stated that her office is not interested in having her tax system 
upgraded at this time, as technology is advancing and she believes it would be best to wait. 
Supervisor Srp shared that he held previous discussions with the Treasurer regarding her concerns.  He said he 
spoke with professionals at Tyler and believes most of the concerns have been addressed in this upgrade.  Srp 
said he understands that while right now might not be the best time for the Treasurer’s office, he does see that 
there is a need in other offices for the upgrade and supports moving forward with the agreement.

 DEPARTMENT HEADS, ELECTED OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES 
 

Clinton County Auditor Eric Van Lancker notified the BOS of the upcoming Camanche School District Election to 
fill a vacancy on the Camanche School Board and to vote on a public measure.  He said absentee voting will 
begin in the Auditor’s Office on Monday, March 23rd.  Van Lancker also informed the Board that he and 
Emergency Management Director Chance Kness will travel to Winnebago County to conduct ALiCE training. 
CCJCC Margaret Kuhl provided an update on the consultant, Public Safety Software, who is drafting the RFI and 
RFP. The draft will be reviewed by SEARCH before they proceed.  She also said the next meeting for the jail site 
selection group is scheduled for April 14, 2015, and they will receive the evaluations of the proposed sites from 
Shive-Hattery.  
Supervisor Srp updated the BOS on the Highway 30 Coalition meeting he attended. He will submit a resolution to 
facilitate completing the 4 lane highway between Mt. Vernon and DeWitt at the next Board meeting.  He also 
asked Elected Officials and the public attend the IDOT public hearing at the Davenport Raddison to show support 
of this project. 
Clinton County Planning & Zoning Director Nathan Mueller said that the new Environmental Health Director, 
Shane McClintock, started this week.  He added that the new Administrative Assistant will start on Wednesday 
and he thanked Bob Summers and Vicki Kinney for their years of hard work and dedication to the County.  
Clinton County Emergency Management Director Chance Kness shared that the Clinton County Emergency 
Notification System (CCENS) is now available.  He said they have been advertising via several media outlets and 
hope that the public continues to register for this free notification alert service.
