Clinton County Justice Coordinator Margaret Kuhl updated the Board of Supervisors on the software and video 
projects for the jail.  She also provided an update on a meeting with Shive-Hattery about the conceptual drawings 
for the new jail facility and will be meeting with them again on June 30, at which time they will present new 
drawings. 
County Engineer Todd Kinney reminded the Board of the conference call he will participate in regarding the 
annexation of 6 parcels/islands in Iowa.  County Attorney Mike Wolf will be handling the situation for the County as 
we have roadway maintenance responsibilities. Kinney also asked the Board if they would like to attend the John 
Deere facility plant tour that has been offered for the new grader the County is purchasing.   
Supervisor Srp said that he had conversations with Russell Petersen on 350th Avenue, who has some concerns 
about land in Drainage District #17 and Dennis Richter, who lives north of Bulger’s Hollow, who had previously 
submitted a petition to have a portion of 170th Street paved. Richter would like to see continued discussion on 
getting the road paved.
