WHEREAS, the lowa Legislature in 2014 overwhelmingly passed the HBI Act, known as Home Base
lowa, which is a one-of-a-kind program assisting veterans and transitioning service members from active duty
military to civilian life; and

WHEREAS, the Home Base lowa program private-public partnership provides a high-level of
commitment and resources for our veterans, transitioning service members and their families; and

WHEREAS, the program offers countless resources to help veterans and their families with education
and in transitioning to a new community with focused support and individuals who want to help; and



WHEREAS, Clinton County, lowa, became a Home Base lowa Community Partner through formal action on
March 8, 2016; now

e Reimbursement of expenses up to $275 per visit, up to two times a

$1,500 for a home located in Clinton County while engaging a loan
institution and legal counsel based in Clinton County

o A first-year waiver of the Clinton County Business license fee for a
veteran opening a business in an unincorporated area of Clinton
County

GENERAL PUBLIC

DEPARTMENT HEADS, ELECTED OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES

Clinton County Auditor Eric Van Lancker reported the departments involved in the tax software conversion asked
that the Board of Supervisors keep its meeting minimal the week of June 13 and a week in July during training on
the software. He added that absentee voting for the County Special Election started today and satellite voting will
be available April 20 and 23 at the County Satellite Office in DeWitt. Van Lancker also scheduled the Board of
Supervisors to canvass votes on May 9 at 9 a.m. for the County Special Election and June 13 at 9 a.m. for the
Primary Election. He reminded the Board of Supervisors that the County farmland will appear on the tax rolls in the
next fiscal year per recommendation of the Auditor of State. He said that will result in the County paying taxes on
the property in FY18.

Clinton County Justice Coordinator Margaret Kuhl reviewed dates for upcoming forums concerning the May bond
issue for the replacement jail project and those dates are posted on the County’s web site. She added there are
also informational displays at public libraries throughout the County.

Chairperson Srp said the DECAT council has hired Holly Nicholsen to fill the vacancy left by the resignation of
Jenny Kreiter. He added Early Childhood lowa has hired Gwen Deming to take over Kreiter's duties with that
organization.

DISCUSSION WITH POSSIBLE ACTION

Consider an Offer on Tax Sale Certificate #13-0516: Srp said he spoke with the City of Clinton and they are fine
with the tax sale offer. County Attorney Mike Wolf said the offer will place the property back on the tax rolls and he
recommends the approval of the offer.

County Wellness Exercise Class Update and Proposal: The Supervisors received an update and proposal on the
Wellness program exercise class. Van Lancker and Case Management Director Patti Robinson reported the
attendance for the boot camp that has been running for three years has started to decrease to a level that was
previously agreed upon that a review would be necessary. Robinson reported a survey of County employees
about an exercise class was recently completed. The survey showed the boot camp class was becoming too
intense and that employees would attend classes with lower impact exercises. Robinson reported the YWCA, in
response to the survey, proposed classes Monday through Wednesday that would feature lower impact exercises
such as pilates and yoga. Robinson said the cost per class would stay at $30. This proposal would increase the
County fee by approximately $1,500 a year.

Supervisor Staszewski favored the three-day a week program. Srp wondered if it should start with just two days.
Hamerlinck said this is good program that benefits the County’s health benefits costs and supported the proposed
three-day program.

Motion carried. The Board of Supervisors recessed and Board of Trustees convened at 9:58 a.m.

County Engineer Todd Kinney said he has received a culvert installation request in Drainage District #7 Lateral D
from Steve Olson. Kinney reviewed the project and recommendations. His recommendations included verifying the
size of the railroad culvert for high flow conditions which would require a survey. He also recommended verifying
design conditions for Drainage District #20 when working with the railroad. Kinney said he would survey up and
down stream of the culvert. He said it's actually the low flow conditions that are causing the standing water
because the culvert may not be low enough. Olson said a recent ditch cleaning hasn’t solved the standing water
issue and it appears the culvert may be the issue. Kinney said the railroad crossing is just like dealing with a
private crossing.

Kinney provided a project update on the Drainage District #15 repair. He said there are two days left on the survey
work and he has some preliminary results. He said the water elevation is showing a flat run from the Wapsi River
to the triple box culvert. He said the water surface of the Wapsi will have an effect on the drainage of the ditch.
Kinney said it appears the box culvert is not a constriction to the ditch, however a private crossing may be affecting
low flow issues. He said once the survey is complete he will come back to the Board of Trustees with a full report.

Kinney also provided an update on the Drainage District #17 Lateral A repair project. He said the wetland
delineation has been completed and there are no wetlands in the project area. He said a plan will still need to be
filed with the impacts to the stream and aquatic environment. He said he will also need to file full construction
plans. Kinney said the district will be lucky to get the permit for the project within six months. He said the question
is do they want to move ahead with the cost of survey without knowing the possible impact of potential mitigation.



Staszewski asked if the Department of Natural Resources could come in and review the area and offer an idea of
mitigation. Srp believes the survey should continue as was the wish of the property owners after a public meeting.
Kinney said the Board of Supervisors already made approval of the survey. Kinney will invite the Department of
Natural Resources to review the area.

Kinney then provided an update on the Drainage District #23 repair project. He said two culverts in the Drainage
District were lowered by the County. He said property owners he has heard from are pleased with the work that
has been done. He expects a Public Hearing to be set soon to close out the repair project.

Motion was made by Supervisor Hamerlinck to adjourn as Board of Trustees for Drainage Districts #7, #15, #17
and #23 and reconvene as the Board of Supervisors.
