9:43 A.M.  Public Hearing with Possible Action to Follow – Solicit comments on proposed easement for 
Alliant Pipeline to place a pipeline across the Ben Martinsen Wildlife Area 

 

PUBLIC HEARING 
Chairman Staszewski called the Public Hearing to order at 9:43 a.m. Present were Supervisors Srp and 

Hamerlinck; County Auditor Eric Van Lancker; County Conservation Director Walt Wickham; and media and 
public. 

The purpose of the Public Hearing was to solicit public comments on a proposed easement for Alliant 
Pipeline to place a pipeline across the Ben Martinsen Wildlife Area. 
 Proof of publication was presented, accepted and returned for filing. 
 John Etheridge is the contractor for Alliant Energy to acquire easements for the pipeline. He said the 
pipeline will be bored through the Wildlife area so the impact would be minimal. Supervisor Srp asked for more 
detail on the easement impact. Etheridge responded it would include removing some of the substantial trees. He 
wasn’t sure how many trees would be removed. He said the impact area is approximately four acres and the 
easement would be 50 foot permanent and 30 feet temporary. Etheridge said the trees could be cut and left as 
habitat or the trees could be logged. It would be up to the Conservation Board.  
Clinton County Conservation Director Walt Wickham said the County Conservation Board approved the 
easement. He said the Board was concerned about the tree removal, but would like to use the easement income 
to establish growth elsewhere. Wickham said the area would still basically be a wetland area and he is 
researching logging the trees.

 9:53 A.M.  Discussion – County Assessor to explain State ordered Property Tax Equalization process 
 

Ehm explained the state equalization process which is generally determined by property sales every two years.  
He said the new piece of legislation requires the County Auditor’s Office to mail equalization increases to property 
owners along with the traditional publication. County Auditor Van Lancker said this is another unfunded mandate 
placed on the counties by the State of Iowa. Ehm also updated the process to hire his replacement after his 
retirement at the end of the year. Ehm said he would like to schedule a Conference Board meeting soon to 
discuss his replacement. It was generally agreed to tentatively schedule the meeting in DeWitt at the County 
Satellite Office building on Sept. 21 at 5:30 p.m.
