 DEPARTMENT HEADS, ELECTED OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES 
 

Clinton County Auditor Eric Van Lancker reported the County has received a check in the amount of $1,246.02 as 
part of the settlement with Community Care, Inc. He also reminded the Board of Supervisors it would be meeting at 
8:45 a.m. next Monday to canvass the City of Camanche Special Election.  
 

Community Assistance Program Director Kim Ralston is sending the final copy of the Indigent Burial Policy to the 
local funeral home directors ahead of next week’s Public Hearing on the proposed changes.  
 

           9:30 A.M. Discussion/Possible Action: County Case Management Director Patti Robinson update on issues 
involving Case Management Department 
 

Robinson reported her staff is now at minimum level, but caseloads can be increased by permission of the State.  
She said the 90% payment, if not signed with a provider by January 1, 2016, has been delayed due to the amount of 
work that must be done. She said two out of the four vendors are interested in contracting with County case 
management and they are conducting trainings with those departments. Robinson added those vendors are also 
willing to contract on other waivers which could increase the amount of consumers they serve.  She said the cash 
flow of the program will be better known after the first of the year, but wants to know how the Board feels.  
Srp said he would like to continue to work with the local clients as there is already a comfort level there, however it 
still depends on the funding. Robinson said contracts are now due at the end of March, but the County contracts are 
already submitted.  
Hamerlinck suggested Robinson create a budget while still keeping an eye on the regulations and payments. 
Staszewski asked how the other counties in the region are handling the transition.  Robinson said mostly in similar 
fashion to Clinton County.   
Robinson also asked about continuing the technical assistance with ISAC. Robinson isn’t sure the service is worth 
paying for any longer.  
Hamerlinck said ISAC is great for several things, but the rate of return on this service is not worth it.  Robinson said  



 

there is a small fee for canceling the service. A resolution to inform ISAC of Clinton County’s intent to end its 
relationship with ISAC for case management technical assistance will be prepared for next week’s meeting.  
 

 9:52 A.M.  Discussion/Possible Action - Local Representatives of the State Department of Human Services  
to address proposed plans for its current location 
 

Sandy Poppen and Felicia Toppert said they are interested in increasing security in their office. They would like to 
secure the entry doors and secure the front desk. They have had some issues recently. Toppert said an estimate 
they received for securing doors can be absorbed through the current budget. They would like to go to a card access 
system. Toppert is also looking into installing panic buttons that go directly to the Clinton Police Department. Toppert 
said the landlords of the building are supportive of the changes.  They also understand their cleaning person is 
planning to retire. County Building Maintenance Manager Corey Johnson said nothing has been formally filed 
concerning the potential retirement. Toppert asked the Board of Supervisors to consider contracting for custodial 
service which she believes can be done for $20,000 less.  
Srp said when the official documentation is filed then Johnson will present some options to the vacancy.  
Toppert also addressed the phone system which is costly due to a maintenance agreement. Toppert said if the 
utilities stay low this winter they may be able to fund a new phone system. Srp suggested they speak with the IT 
Department about a new phone system.  
 

9:55 A.M.  Discussion/Possible Action: Annual Audit Firm - County Auditor Eric Van Lancker   
 

Van Lancker discussed annual audit firm options and explained the auditor contract was for three years. The 
contract was extended last year for one year due to certain circumstances. He said it was always an option to 
extend the agreement another three years.  
Srp recommended going through the RFP process because it has been four years. The Board of Supervisors 
generally agreed to go through the RFP process.  
   

The Board of Supervisors adjourned to meet on Monday, December 21, 2015.
