DEPARTMENT HEADS, ELECTED OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES 
 

Clinton County Auditor Eric Van Lancker reminded the Board of Supervisors that he would be attending the ISAC 
Fall School in Des Moines this week. 
 
Corey Johnson, Clinton County Building Maintenance Manager, reported the siren training his department 
attended last week went well and they learned of maintenance that needs to be added to their schedule. He also 
reported the DeWitt building renovation is progressing well.  He expects the exterior brick to be completed this 
week. He said the project is on schedule.  
 
 9:33 A.M.  Discussion/Possible Action – Landfill meeting representation – County Attorney Wolf 
 
Chairman Staszewski said the purpose of the discussion is to address Thursday’s meeting of the Clinton County 
Area Solid Waste Agency (CCASWA).  He said the Supervisors are unavailable to attend the meeting due to a 
conference in Des Moines this week.  The Board is requesting Wolf attend the meeting to represent the County.   
 
Wolf said he understands the issue of concern that is scheduled for the CCASWA meeting which is to reduce the 
per capita amount paid by CCASWA members.  Wolf said he is aware that reduction could have an ill-effect on 
the future of the landfill.  Wolf also mentioned the per capita rate hasn’t been increased in several years.  He said 
the per capita rate is planning for the future to avoid a very large increase in the future.   
 
Staszewski said the weighted votes on the CCASWA Board is also an issue.  He believes it is important that the 
County be able to vote on the upcoming issue.  
 
Supervisor Schmidt, the Board appointed representative to the CCASWA, agreed that lowering the per capita will 
cover the operation costs, but won’t cover the future costs such as closing a cell at the landfill.  He said reducing 
the per capita fee would be a short-sighted action.

 9:45 A.M.  Discussion – Business Property Tax Credit – County Assessor Rollie Ehm 
 
Ehm reported the draft administrative rules for this tax credit are not even available yet. He said he is being 
proactive by sending tax credit applications to those who appear would be eligible for the credit.  Ehm said the 
tight time schedule will require business owners to file their applications no later than January 15.  He added that  



 
any changes to the ownership will trigger a property to have to re-apply before January 15.  
 
 10:00 A.M.  Discussion/Possible Action – 28 E Agreement with County Case Management Services 
(CCMS)  and Iowa State Associations of Counties (ISAC)           
 
Clinton County Case Management Director Patti Robinson said she met as a region of counties with those 
organizations last week.  She said a lot of concerns were shared.  She said CCMS will use the ISAC accountant 
to help answer questions that counties may have with cost reports.  Robinson said it was her impression that 
CCMS and ISAC are aware of upcoming changes and are making plans to deal with them.  Robinson said she 
believes it may be best to stay with CCMS and ISAC for one more year.  She said other counties, such as 
Jackson and Cedar, are also going to stay with the systems for at least one more year.  The Board generally 
agreed to let the contract with CCMS and ISAC continue for another year.

Robinson said the report has changed as two members of her staff have left the employment of the County.  She 
also found some reductions for telephone usage and education purposes.  She also changed the number of units 
to reflect a decrease due to the fewer staff.
