 9:45 A.M.  Discussion – Climate Change and book entitled America’s Climate Century – Clinton County 
resident Wayne Bott 
 
Bott presented a book called “America’s Climate Century” three weeks ago to the Board of Supervisors. He 
wanted to know the Supervisors’ impressions of the book’s theories. Staszewski said he agreed climate change is 
happening and we need to change our ways. Davisson said she believes weather patterns are cyclical and 
believes corrections happen. Schmidt agrees with Davisson. He stated we can’t predict the weather from day to 
day and isn’t sure how it can be predicted years ahead. He said consensus doesn’t relate to scientific fact. 
Schmidt remembers his father and grandfather talking about droughts and difficult winters during their days of 
farming. He said the book calls for government action and he believes it should be left up to each family how it 
addresses those issues. Bott thanked the Supervisors for their time to consider this issue.
