Levy (Room and Board Fund): Lt. Craig Eberhart, Jail Administrator, reported there is not video recording in the
booking room in the jail. He said there have been some incidents where video recordings would have been helpful.
He said Board approval is required to spend the Public Safety Special Levy funds according to the Code of lowa.

WHEREAS, Chapter 356.7(5) states that the Sheriff may submit a plan or recommendation to the
County Board of Supervisors for the use of the funds as provided in this subsection or the Sheriff and Board
may jointly develop a plan for the use of the funds; and

WHEREAS, County Jail Administrator Lt. Craig Eberhart recommends adding a video recording system
into the Jail booking office as it has been identified as a high liability area; and

WHEREAS, County Sheriff Rick Lincoln certifies that the proposed project meets the requirements of
lowa Code, Chapter 356.7; now

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Clinton County, lowa, that the
Sheriff is authorized to purchase video-recording equipment for the Jail not to exceed $4,500.00 using Room
and Board funds.

Plan for Custodial Services at the DHS Building due to a Retirement: County Building Maintenance Manager
Corey Johnson reported a retirement will be taking place in his department. He said they have reviewed the job
duties and researched if a full-time County employee is needed or if a contractor could be engaged for less cost.
Johnson said contracting the work would save the County approximately $16,000 a year. He said the downside is
not having someone there during the day in a high-traffic office area. Johnson said his staff could report to the
building during the day if needed. The Board of Supervisors generally agreed with contracting the service, but
would like to see how formal bids would be filed. Hamerlinck expressed concern of quality of work when
contracting so he would like the contract written in such a way that would allow the County to terminate the
contract if needed.

Motion was made by Supervisor Hamerlinck to authorize building maintenance to advertise for bids to contract the
custodial work at the DHS building.

Discussion on Safety Fence Options for the Retaining Wall Project at the Administration Building: Johnson said the
rail is budgeted in the project. It will be designed to keep people off the top of the wall. He said the rail on the top of
the wall on the south side of the building is the responsibility of the City of Clinton. Johnson said it sounds like their
rail will be a basic chain link fence. Johnson said he told the City that the County would like the rail to match the
wall on the north end. Johnson also thanked the Secondary Roads department for their assistance with the
project. Srp said the cooperation between departments in this instance has saved several taxpayer dollars.
